Actual words are replaced 
by invented language and sounds that, at times, sound more like 
Spanish, French, Russian or Klingon than English.

Doug is on a vocal voyage of discovery into the heart of improvisation 
with a loop pedal. His voice is recorded and looped, bits of melody, 
harmony and vocal percussion are layered to create rich bed tracks 
over which soaring harmonies and verse and chorus are performed. 
Each song is completely improvised from beginning to end.
